#democracyunderpressure turns 15 this year. The campaign was born in 2006, as “Free Belarus
Action”, to condemn Alexander Lukašėnko’s regime, for a long time defined as “the last
dictatorship in Europe”. In 2014, the campaign became “Democracy Under Pressure”, a permanent
political tool to monitor and denounce the violations of democracy in Europe and in the world. And
yet, on this 15th anniversary, we are still condemning the same regime – among the many other
distortions of our time – from which it all began. History, sometimes, moves very slowly.

The action week of “Democracy Under Pressure” will take place from 18th March to 25th March. In
the meantime, the Young European Federalists (JEF) tried to create a broader framework of action,
to start mobilizing the members in response to the more recent political events. While I was trying
to find the best way to describe the campaign, I instinctively thought of an expression which
belongs to cinema and theatre: “break the fourth wall”.
